In recent years, the material has experienced a

neighbours. Inside, the publicly accessible glass
building turns out to be a passage and protective

surprises its visitors with impressive perspectives
and reflections. Above the roofs of the building,
the skylounge event rooms offer further exclusive
insights and views.

The focal point of any visit
to Dessau is the famous Bauhaus building by
Walter Gropius and the nearby Masters‘ Houses.
