Berlin is considered a trendsetter for vegan cuisine, but even fans of a fine steak will find plenty to like. During a special course in meat cookery at 

Filetstück, participants even take care of butchering the half a side of beef with bone saw and knives. Cutting onions and scrubbing vegetables are also 

on the agenda.

Need a break from sitting at meetings? Berlin offers enough space to get out and clear your minds to make room for new ideas! The city’s countless 

rivers and lakes are ideal for this. For example, you could build rafts and then go on a treasure hunt à la Tom Sawyer and Huckleberry Finn.  

Or you can climb to dizzying heights on the high ropes course. Teamwork is what’s needed to get through the treetops safely, but team members on the 

ground provide support and additional security, so that everyone gets to make an important contribution to tackling the challenge. If you’d like to push 

your limits even further, give survival training a try. Find food, light a fire, and build shelter: educated trainers will show the team what it takes to survive 

in nature.

How will we live and work together in the future? Berlin is not only a significant cultural centre, but also a centre for innovative science where the 

technology of tomorrow is being designed today. For example, you could take an innovation safari on the site of the European Energy Forum in electric 

cars that are waiting for you to give them a test drive.
